Kobsukh Kaenratana of Pakkret Orchids in
Thailand will be speaking on Some Cymbidium
Species in their Natural Habitat. Mr. Kaenratana
is one of the premiere hybridizers of cymbidiums
in Southeast Asia. Please enjoy the Nov. Dec.,
issue of the CSA Journal where his article on
Cym. devonianum is printed as a prelude to his
perspective and insights.

World (1950 1980) including the founders of the
CSA & their hybrids.

Frank Smith of Krull-Smith Orchids in Florida
will speak on A New Face on Paphs - a different
perspective on breeding paphiopedilums using
newer and improved species. Mr. Smith founded
Krull-Smith Orchids in 1977. They have received
more AOS awards than any other orchid company
in the country and many of them are in recognition
of Mr. Smith s hybridizing.

Bert Ruiter of the Netherlands will speak

on Cymbidium Growing in the Netherlands:
Standards, miniatures and pot plants whats
popular, whats new and whats in color . Mr.
Ruiter has been growing cymbidiums for the pot
plant and cut ower industry for over 20 years in
the Netherlands. He offers some comparisons on
Dutch and California climate.

Chris Cobb of Queensland, Northern Australia
will present his new program We Are Australian .
He will cover the three Australian cymbidiums:
suave, madidum, and canaliculatum. Last year

he completed 3 road trips, over 5000 miles,
photographing these native cymbidiums. Mr. Cobb
is an AOC judge and has been raising orchids for
over 20 years, mostly Australian species, and has
over 60 cym. canaliculatum in his collection. He
has also been hybridizing with Den. bigibbum. This
multimedia presentation will include video footage
from his recent explorations.

Ron Parsons is considered by many to be one

of the nest ower photographers in the United
States. He has been photographing orchids for over
25 years and has a collection of more than 80,000
slides. He loves to travel and photograph orchids in
situ. He will speak on Cymbidium Species with an
emphasis on East Asian species.
